Call Letter will be sent to those who are provisionally selected
for admission in the College.The selected candidate will have
to present himself / herself along with the parents for interview
with the Principal on the date mentionedinthe Call Letter
without fail. The provisional selection is automatically cancelled
if the candidate fails to be present for the interview on the
scheduled date and time mentioned in the Call Letter. The Call
Letter for the interview will be sentby post to the candidate.

INTERVIEW

Candidates have to produce the following ORIGINAL CERTIFICATES
at the time of interview for verification and submit them to the
College Office without fail.

Candidates coming for the interview and admission, should be
ready to pay the First Semester Fees, or at least 50% of the fees
immediately.

WITHDRAWAL

A student once enrolled for a course in the college is
expected to complete the studies. He / She must not withdraw
or discontinue from the College without informing the Principal
in writing. Otherwise he / she will be liable to pay the fees
for the period his / her name remains on the nominal rolls.
